His Marine F4D-1 marked “VE” for VMAF (AW)-115 as it appeared at Ping Tung AFB on 
Formosa circa 1958. The F4Ds were considered to be second generation jets but did not 
go into fleet service until the third-generation jets, i.e. the Phantom and Crusaders were 
active with the fleet, thus their duty time was short lived.
